On socio-economic situation in February and the first two months of 2018

The socio-economic situation of the province in February and the first two months of 2018 has been stable and achieved many positive results. After the Tet holiday, the provincial People's Committee directed the implementation of the New Year Tree Planting Festival to gratitude for Uncle Ho, the ceremony to launch enterprises to boost production and business; issued the Urgent Power to carry out the tasks after the Lunar New Year holiday in 2018. The specific situation of the sectors and fields are as below:

1. Agriculture, forestry, fisheries and new rural construction

Localities focus on cultivating spring and spring crops. By 14/02/2018, the total area of ​​spring rice has been planted 29,890 hectares; the area of ​​crops has grown to 8,480 ha. Generally, weather conditions are quite favorable for rice and growing crops. Provincial People's Committee issued a plan to implement, pilot the model of using Power Ant fertilizer for rice in the communes in the province.

The situation is stable; there is no dangerous epidemic in cattle and poultry. The hog price is stable compared to the previous month. Localities continue to vaccinate new livestock and poultry for rearing; the total number of vaccines used in the month is nearly 35,600. Disease control and surveillance are strictly implemented.

The fishers actively harvest the crop, at the same time focusing on improving ponds, canal hygiene system preparation for new crop. Up to now, 60% of freshwater aquaculture has been rehabilitated, 98% of intertidal area. Fishery exploitation continues to develop in favorable weather conditions. Total seafood output in February is estimated at 17,253 tons, up 5.7% over the same period; Accumulation of the first two months of the year is estimated at 34,278 tons, up 2.8% over the same period, of which aquaculture output is estimated at 20,848 tons, up 3.5%; Mining output is estimated at 13,430 tons, up 1.7%. PPC decided to provide more than VND 648 million from the provincial budget to fishermen under Decision No. 47/2016 / QD-TTg dated 31/10/2016 of the Prime Minister.
The new rural development program has been implemented. The province completed appraisal, recognition of new rural standards in 2017 for 12 communes; continues to implement the cement support to build new rural infrastructure; up to 15/02/2018 the province has allocated 2,184.5 tons of cement to the target communes.

Irrigation works, dykes and disaster prevention are directed actively. Professional agencies have completed the water harvest for spring crop 2018, so far 100% of the rice area has enough water; further enhanced the inspection and assessment of the quality of dykes so as to have timely repair plans prepared for the rainy season in 2018. Natural resources and environment management continue to be paid good attention.

2. Industrial production and construction

Industrial production develops stably. Industrial production index in February was down 26.79% over the previous month, but increased 10.86% over the same period; accumulated 02 months increased 19.41% over the same period. Industrial production value in February is estimated at over VND3,226 billion, down 29.7% over the previous month and up 10% over the same period; accumulated 02 months is estimated at over 7.816 billion, up 19.6% over the same period. Some products increased compared to the first two months of 2017 such as frozen shrimp increased nearly 2 times; fishmeal nearly 2 times; suit, jacket by 18.7%; adult shirts by 14.4%; polymer by 21.7%; sanitary ware by 84.8%; iron and steel 17.6%; headphones by 34.2%; ship type by 24.3% ... Some sectors decreased such as: natural gas 22.6%; animal feed by 8.8%; poultry feed by 9.3%; canned beer by 5.4%; brick made of earthenware by 11.4%. The operation of enterprises in industrial parks is stable; by February 2018, 140/172 projects were put into operation. The value of industrial production in February is estimated at VND 1,562 billion, up 18% over the same period. Trades and villages continue to be stable and developed.

The total investment capital of the state budget managed by local authorities in February is estimated at over 201 billion dong, up 11.7 percent against the same period last year. The figure for the first two months is estimated at over 392 billion dong VND, up by 9.4%, of which provincial state budget is estimated at over VND 202 billion, up 7.3%; state budget at district level is estimated at over 85 billion, up 12.9%; The state budget for communal budgets is estimated at VND 105 billion, up 10.7% over the same period.
3. Trade, services, finance and budget revenues and expenditures

The province has effectively implemented the Market Stabilization Program before, during and after the Lunar New Year (Lunar New Year) 2018 with the participation of 19 enterprises with nearly 40 stabilizing prices selling points; organized the Spring Fair to celebrate Party’s foundation date with 189 booths of nearly 100 enterprises. Trade in services is stable. Total retail sales of goods and services in February are estimated at over VND 3,372 billion, up 1.5% over the previous month and up 10.5% over the same period; Accumulation of the first two months is estimated at over 6.696 billion, up 9.6%. Consumer price index in February increased by 0.65% over the previous month, up 1.23% over December 2017 and up 4.56% over the same period; in the first two months, the average increase is 4.41% over the same period. Export turnover is estimated at $106 million, down 7.7% over the previous month, up 15.6% over the same period; Import turnover is estimated at nearly $ 88 million, down 13% over the previous month, down 5.3% over the same period. In the first two months of this year, export turnover is estimated at nearly USD 221 million, increasing by 18.9%; Import turnover is estimated at nearly 189 million USD, up 22% over the same period. Transportation turnover in February is estimated at nearly 400 billion, down 2.3% over the previous month, up 10.8% over the same period; Generally for the first two months of this year, it is estimated at over 808 billion VND, increasing by 11%, of which: passenger transport increased by 8.2%; cargo transportation by 12.4%; transport services were equivalent to the same period.

Bank credit activity is maintained stably. By 28/02/2018, total mobilized capital in the province was estimated at 54,720 billion, up 3% compared to 31/12/2017 and up 22.8% over the same period; Total outstanding loans are estimated at VND 63,370 billion, up 1.1% against December 31; non-performing loans accounted for 0.8% of the total loan portfolio (excluding Thai Binh Development Bank).

Total state budget revenue in the first two months of the year is estimated at over 2.780 trillion dong, equaling 20.1% of the estimate, equivalent to the same period last year. Total local budget revenue is estimated at over 2.764 trillion dong, gaining 23.7% of the plan, up 39.8% over the same period, of which domestic revenue is estimated at 733 billion dong, equaling 11.5% % estimate, equivalent to the same period. Total expenditures of local budgets (excluding expenditures) are estimated at VND 1,271 billion, gaining 11.03% of the estimate, down 29.7% over the same period, of which investment expenditure is estimated at VND 400 billion, accounting for 11.22% of the estimate, down 47.1%; Consumption spending is estimated at 871 billion dong, gaining 11.52% of the estimate, down 13%.
4. Attracting investment and developing enterprises

Within the month in the province, 05 investment projects were approved for investment policy, adjusted investment policy or amended investment certificate (02 new projects and 03 adjusted projects) with total newly registered investment capital of 105.7 billion; 02 projects adjusted to increase capital with additional capital of 21.13 billion. In the first two months of 2007, there were 07 investment projects approved for investment policy, adjusted investment policy or adjusted investment registration certificates (02 new projects and 05 adjusted projects) with total newly registered investment capital of 105.7 billion; 03 projects increased capital with additional capital of 129.03 billion.

During the month, new business registration certificates were issued to 28 enterprises and 08 branches and representative offices with a newly registered capital of over 106 billion VND, accounting for 58.3% of the total number of enterprises and 67.7% of capital over the same period. In the first two months of this year, new business registration certificates were issued to 113 enterprises, 20 branches and representative offices; the newly registered capital was VND 687 billion, equaling 116.5% of the total number of enterprises and 190.5% of the new registered capital over the same period; confirmation of suspension of business registration for 17 enterprises was granted; The number of self-dissolved enterprises, bankruptcy is 26 enterprises. Up to now, the province has 5,720 enterprises, 731 branches and representative offices registered with a total registered capital of over 55,019 billion.

5. The field of culture - society

The Education and Training sector continues to effectively implement the fundamental and comprehensive renewal tasks of education and training; maintains stable scale and quality of all levels; continues to organize professional training for cadres and teachers. State management of science and technology is actively implemented, ensuring progress. Projects and tasks of science and technology have focused on the application and transfer of scientific and technical advances into production for life, socio-economic development and the construction of new rural areas in the province.

Provincial People's Committee promulgated the plan of prevention of communicable diseases in the province. The health sector continues to actively implement preventive activities and food safety and hygiene, especially during the Lunar New Year. The reception, care and treatment of patients at medical facilities are guaranteed, so that no serious events occur. Investment in the construction of medical facilities continues to be of interest.
Labor, employment and social policy implementation are maintained in a timely manner. Provincial People's Committee promulgated the Directive on strengthening the implementation of the scheme on support for housing improvement for people with meritorious services to the revolution in the province. During the month, about 1,500 people were employed, of which 20 were exported; the province fully implemented regular allowances and incentives for policy beneficiaries. On the occasion of the Lunar New Year, the total amount gifts to beneficiaries reached nearly VND 120 billion. The prevention and fight against social evils, the work of child protection and care, poverty alleviation, social protection and the implementation of social work schemes are paid attention to ensure proper implementation.

Cultural and sports activities take place in a vibrant and wide-scale celebration of national holidays such as: Lunar New Year 2018, the founding day of the Communist Party of Vietnam. The state management of tourism and festivals has been strengthened. The movement "All people unite to build cultural life" continues to be promoted. Movements of mass sports and high achievement sports continue to be developed. The information, communication, press, radio and television broadcasting activities are well implemented, ensuring the quality and comprehensively reflecting the province's political, economic and socio-cultural situation, meeting the information need of the people. Provincial People's Committee promulgated the Directive to promote the patriotic emulation movement towards the 70th anniversary of President Ho Chi Minh's Call for Patriotic Emulation in the province.

6. Public administration reform and defense and security

The administrative reform, the administration building, the reception of people and the settlement of complaints and denunciations continue to be well directed. Provincial People's Committee issued a plan for reviewing and evaluating key administrative procedures in 2018 in the province; approved the Scheme on measurement of people's and organizations' satisfaction with the provision of a number of public services of state administrative agencies in the province in the 2018-2020 period. The hotline of the provincial People's Committee, the departments, the People's Committee of the district and the city, and the two-level public administrative center continue to be maintained. In the month, the Provincial Public Administrative Center received 7,377 dossiers, settled 5,404 dossiers, including: resolving before 3,515 dossiers, resolving timely 1,889 dossiers. There is no overdue settlement file.
Provincial People's Committee issued the Directive on the management of the mines and explosives in the province; the plan of organizing the training ceremony in 2018 and launching the high-level competition "Excellent training, forging, discipline and efficiency" for the provincial armed forces. The situation of political security, social order and safety in the province is well guaranteed, especially New Year's Eve in the province without firecrackers; local people did not burn and drop the sky lights; no traffic congestion illegal racing occurred; safe guard at 5 points fireworks to serve the people Happy Tet, to welcome spring. Crime prevention and control has been effectively implemented.
