On Socio-economic situation in January 2018
1. Agriculture, forestry, fisheries and new rural construction

In the month, localities focused on plowing the land, taking sour water, cleaning the field to prepare the spring crop, while actively harvesting winter crops. By 18/01/2018, the total area of ​​rice plowed land was 71,800 ha, equaling 90.5% of the plan. The area of ​​winter crops harvested was 29,726 ha, equaling 80.9% of the cultivated area. Provincial People's Committee decided to allocate funds to overcome damage caused by typhoon No.10 and flood in 2017; promulgated the Directive on enhancing the assurance of agro-forestry-fishery food safety before, during the New Year, Lunar New Year, 2018; directly launched the Tree planting Festival in the spring of 2018.

The province’s situation is stable; there is no dangerous epidemic in cattle and poultry. The price of live hogs continued to rise slightly, but still low, so the households slowly started new crops. Localities continued to vaccinate new livestock and poultry for rearing; the total number of vaccines used in the month was over 3,500 doses. Disease surveillance, control and surveillance were strictly implemented.

The fishermen actively carry out the work of cleaning lagoon ponds, repair the main culverts; focused on raising the parents. At the same time, taking measures to prevent cold weather, store fish through the winter and harvest fish cages in the river. Clam culture development is stable. Seed production continues to be directed. The Provincial People's Committee has promulgated the Directive to strengthen the quality control of shrimp seedlings in the province. Fishery exploitation continues to be stable. Total output of aquaculture in January is estimated at 17,032 tons, up 7.9% over the same period, of which aquaculture output is estimated at 10.401 tons, up 7.2%; Mining output is estimated at 6,631 tons, up 9.2%.

The new rural development program has been implemented. Provincial People's Committee promulgates regulations on criteria for new rural communes and how to evaluate criteria for new rural communes, order, procedures, dossiers for considering, recognizing and announcing localities meeting new rural standards; the province completed the task of building new rural areas in 2017-2020 in the province; adjusted the list and volume of cement to support the construction of new rural infrastructure works for Group 1 and Group 2 projects and support works for communes. During the month, more than 2,100 tons of cement were delivered to communes that have not met new rural criteria.
Irrigation works, dykes and disaster prevention are directed actively. The specialized agencies have taken the first phase, poured over 9,000 hectares of rice area, reaching 11.6% of the plan; further enhanced the inspection and assessment of the quality of dykes so as to work out timely solutions to prepare for the rainy and storm season in 2018. The management of natural resources and environment continues to be paid attention to ensure proper implementation.
2. Industrial production and construction

The industrial production develops stablly. Industrial production index in January is estimated to decrease 4.4% compared to December 2017, but up 39.6% over the same period. The value of industrial production in January is estimated at over VND 5,022 billion, up 39.6% over the same period. Some industrial products increased sharply: frozen shrimp increased more than 2 times; fishmeal more than 4 times; towels by 15.6%; suit by 79%; polymer by 30.5%; sanitary ware nearly 2.5 times; iron and steel up 19.5%; ignition wire 28.6%; ships of all kinds nearly four times; commercial electricity by 23.5%. Some products decreased: natural gas by 8.2%; animal feed by 10%; poultry feed by 21.5%; brick made of earthenware decreased by 17.5%; headphones dropped 6.7%. The operation of enterprises in industrial parks is stable. The provincial People's Committee has promulgated the Regulation on the functions, tasks, powers and organizational structure of the Management Board of economic zones and industrial parks of the province; approved the provincial electricity development planning for 2016-2025, with a vision to 2035 being taken into consideration. The craft and craft villages continue to be stable and developed.

The total investment capital from the state budget managed by local authorities in January is estimated at VND191 billion, up 6.8% against the same period last year, of which: provincial state budget capital nearly VND102 billion, up 7.7%; District state budget is estimated at nearly VND39 billion, up 4.5%; The state budget for communal budgets is estimated at over VND 50 billion, up 6.8% over the same period.

3. Trade, services, finance and budget revenues and expenditures

Trade in services is stable. Total retail sales of consumer goods and services in January are estimated at VND 3,330 billion, up 4.9% over December 2017 and up 9.9% over the same period. Consumer price index in January increased 0.54% compared with December 2017 and increased 4.23% over the same period. Export turnover is estimated at $ 112.6 million, up 19.7% over the same period last year. Import turnover is estimated at $ 127.7 million, up nearly 2 times compared to the same period. Freight turnover is estimated at VND426.8 billion, up 16% y/y, of which passenger carriage rose 7.7%; freight increased by 19.8%; transportation services 10.3%.
Bank credit activity develops stablly. Up to 31/01/2018, total mobilized capital in the province is estimated at 53.545 billion, up 0.8% compared with 31/12/2017 and up 26.1% over the same period in 2017; total outstanding loans were estimated at VND 63,315 billion, up 1% against 31/12/2017; Non-performing loans accounted for 0.8% of the total loan portfolio (excluding Thai Binh Development Bank).

Total state budget revenues in January (excluding revenue and expenditure) are estimated at VND 940 billion, equaling 6.8% of the estimate, down 10.7% over the same period; total local budget revenue is estimated at VND 940 billion, achieving 8.1% of estimate, down 6.4%. Of which domestic revenue is estimated at VND300 billion, equaling 8.1% of estimate, down 47.2%. Total local budget expenditure is estimated at VND 751.82 billion, accounting for 6.45% of the estimate, down 13.4% against the same period, of which investment expenditure is estimated at 230 billion VND, equaling 6, 45% of estimate, down 12.2%; Consumption expenditure is estimated at VND 521.82 billion, achieving 6.9% of the estimate, down 13.9%.

4. Business development

During the month, new business registration certificates were issued to 79 enterprises and 12 branches and representative offices with the newly registered capital of VND 565 billion, equaling 161.2% of the total number of enterprises and 277,1% of capital compared with the same period; suspension of business registration for 14 enterprises was confirmed. The number of enterprises self-dissolved or bankrupt was 16. Up to now, the province has 5,692 enterprises, 726 branches and representative offices registered with the total registered capital of over 54.457 billion VND.

5. The field of culture - society

The Education and Training sector continues to effectively implement the fundamental and comprehensive renewal tasks of education and training; maintains stable scale and quality of all levels; continues to organize professional training for cadres and teachers.

State management of science and technology is actively implemented, ensuring progress; projects and tasks of science and technology have focused on the application and transfer of scientific and technical advances into production for life, socio-economic development and the construction of new rural areas in the province.

The health sector continues to actively implement epidemic prevention activities and food safety and hygiene. The reception, care and treatment of patients at medical facilities are guaranteed, so that no serious events occur. Investment in the construction of medical facilities continues to be of interest.
Labor, employment and social policy implementation are maintained in a timely manner. In the month, about 1,820 people were employed, of which 70 were exported; the province organized vocational training for 350 laborers under primary level and vocational training for less than 3 months; fully implemented policies for people with meritorious services and their relatives. PPC approved Tet gifts for policy beneficiaries. The prevention and fight against social evils, the work of child protection and care, poverty alleviation, social protection and the implementation of social work schemes are paid attention to ensure good implementation.

Culture, Sports and Tourism Department effectively carried out propaganda activities to commemorate the great national holidays such as the 88th founding anniversary of the Communist Party of Viet Nam, the Spring Festival of 2018 and the 110th birth anniversary of the Vietnamese Communist Party, Nguyen Duc Canh; At the same time, directing the State management over tourism, festivals, assurance of security and order and environmental sanitation during Tet and Spring Festival. The movement "All people unite to build cultural life" continues to be promoted. Movements of mass sports and high achievement sports continue to be developed. The information, communication, press, radio and television broadcasting activities are well implemented, ensuring the quality and comprehensively reflecting the province's political, economic and socio-cultural situation, meeting information need of the people.

6. Public administration reform, defense and security

The administrative reform, the administration building, the reception of people and the settlement of complaints and denunciations continue to be directed. Provincial People's Committees promulgated the plan on the law dissemination and education, grassroots conciliation and standards for legal access, formulation and implementation of the convention of the year 2018; Communication plan on control of administrative procedures in the province in 2018. The hotline activities of the provincial People's Committee, departments, branches, the People's Committee of the district and the city and the two-level public administrative center maintain effective. In the month, the Provincial Public Administrative Center received 8,064 documents, resolved 5,572 dossiers, including: resolving before the deadline of 3,149 dossiers, resolving timely 2,423 dossiers; there is no overdue settlement file.

Provincial People's Committee issued the Directive on the performance of military-national defense tasks in 2018; Plan to ensure traffic order and safety in the province in 2018; Directive on enhancing management  in order to stabilize market prices to ensure social order and safety during the Lunar New Year, 2018; issued New Year's Eve fireworks plan in the province; instructed to increase information security during the Lunar New Year in 2018; issued a plan to continue the overall project of propaganda and protection of Vietnam's sovereignty in the South China Sea. Political security, social order and safety in the province are ensured; Crime prevention and control has been effectively implemented.
